APRIL:  Nightwatch 2008 Youth Fellowship Trip:  Some of you were along with us last year when Karen Dryden and Clif Stroud took six of our youth group to the (Episcopal) Cathedral of St. John the Divine in New York for the Nightwatch program.  It was a fantastic trip--a great opportunity to see the largest cathedral in the world up close and to visit with other youth groups from different Episcopal parishes on the east coast. We're doing it again this year, departing from Union Station on Friday, April 25 in the late afternoon and arriving in Manhattan early that evening.  We take a subway uptown to the cathedral and the Nightwatch program begins later that evening.  There is a service in the great choir of the cathedral at midnight in which we all participate, then we sleep on the floor of the cathedral gymnasium in sleeping bags.  There is another service the next morning, a tour of the cathedral, and the program ends around 10:00.   That gives us the day to spend in the city doing whatever we would like.  The cost for the Nightwatch program is $40.00 per person.  There is no food provided at the cathedral; we bring our own food or find restaurants near the cathedral.  There is some money in the Youth Program budget to help take care of the train fare, but we plan to hold some sort of fundraiser prior to April 25 to help defray the transportation costs .  


Additionally, Bob Dryden is working on arranging very reasonably priced accommodations for us at the Naval Lodge on Staten Island for Saturday night, which would give us a little more time on Saturday and most of the day Sunday.  We would then return to Washington on Sunday afternoon.  The cost of staying Saturday night would be primarily lodging and food, for which we would each be responsible for ourselves. 

We are asking that this year if you want to go, that you commit to Mr. Stroud or Mrs. Dryden no later than March 21 with a check made payable to Grace Church for $40.00.  We had some last-minute cancellations last year, which we would like to avoid this year would encourage all of you to come on this trip if you can.  It's both tremendous fun and educational.
